I wanted to let you know about a new project that we’re working on that I thought might interest you. Its called YouthTrain and its a new nation-wide training for youth that we’re piloting this spring across the country...it uses a house party format that gives students and young leaders the ability to host the training themselves.

It uses an innovative two-hour format that includes a training video, live interactive event, and practice skills sessions…and all the events are taking place on the same night across the country. The focus is on how to get young people to volunteer and then keep them involved around issues and campaigns. 
We’ve partned with a bunch of youth groups, including Campus Progress, Campus Climate Challenge, Campus Camp Wellstone, United States Student Association, Young People For, and others.
